At this meeting, we will explain the new procedures for fall 2006 and go over other important topics.

Bring her/his own Volunteer Application & the Asst. Coach’s app. to be verified by CVPA with Pic ID.

         Hold a meeting with the parents on your team. Hand out 3 sheets:  a LETTER to Parents describing your expectations, a page about the RULES OF THE GAME in this age division and Kids Zone form.  See the enclosed sample letter and change it to agree with your expectations for promptness,  attendance, and other points.   NOTE:   This is AYSO,  you are NOT to tell any player that  he/she must attend all practices.  See the sample Rules of the Game. 
If you have good ideas would you please pass them on to Jim or Mitzi so we can put them into next year’s sample letter

         Uniforms :   You must have completed 3 things to get your uniforms.   1) Safe Haven Certified, 2) Volunteer Application verified,   3)Attend a coach’s meeting   THEN   we’ll drive to the Uniform officer’s house (Kasey Frain) and get the uniforms and coach equipment
          Distribute copies of your roster to all the players’ families.  It’s very helpful if 

you make an extra copy for families with parents living in more than one house. 
          Have the “White Sheets”  with you at every practice and every match. 

It is useful to make a copy set of these medical consent forms/ registration forms for your assistant coach to keep.  .  That way,  if you cannot be at practice or a game, the papers are there with the kids  DO NOT allow your child or any other player to see these.
          Read your U6/U8/U10/U12  Coach Manual.   It is chock-full of good ideas for 

practice games,  techniques,  coaching points and it has the specific rules for each age group.
          Help the Kids pick a team name.  

          Plan your practices before you step on the field .  Maybe even plan the 

positive comments you are going to make to each player! (
